UPDATE ON HOUSING AND HOMELESSNESS

HOUSING PATHWAYS

There have been a number of ways a person could apply for what is called “Social Housing”
that is subsidised housing-provided by Housing NSW (previously called Housing €siomji
and private providers referred to as Community Housing providers. Both substéuntidéyg

by Governments, although Community Housing providers, being Not for Profit Caians
were able to raise some of their own funds.

There were and still are a lot of Community Housing providers and so multiple &éppbca
would have been lodged with many providers. Each organisation had their own waiting list.

Late last year the NSW Government introduced what is called Housing Patiwbegre people
looking for Social Housing now only complete one application form with one centralised
process.

Generally a person who is accepted for Public Housing pays 25% of their incdmeée asnit.

And so a person receiving a Centre link Pension or benefit would pay a much smaller amou
than someone working and receiving a wage or salary.

No longer is a person given a life -long tenancy, but are offered 2, 5 and 10 yearwéhods
reviews being done at the end of these periods.

Whilst all of this looks very positive, there are now some adverse outcomesrgmerg
Charities and other Organisations who are advocating for their clients no loagéleto
influence the Housing Provider to push their client “up the list”. There is now onlyHoosing
list and one priority housing list which are only known to Housing NSW

Whilst Housing NSW are now in charge of who and where to allocate applicants we do kno
that some people get priority and others who have been on Public Housing Listr$dkeap
being pushed further out.

A WAY HOME-THE NSW HOMELESSNESS ACTION PLAN

The NSW Government is attempting to improve homelessness, with funding from botal Fede

and State sources.

Under the plan by 2013 there was to be a reduction of 7% in Homelessness in NSW, a redudtion
of 25% sleeping rough and a reduction of one third of Aboriginal people who are homeless.

We can see some improvements happening with the delivery of some 844 new dwaellings, w
some 5350 new dwellings commenced. In addition some 31,000 existing properties have be@n
repaired or restored- some of these through lack of resources would have been declared
uninhabitable.

In Jesus Cares we have seen some evidence of progress with some of ouristr@etstio
were on the streets have now Public Housing, which is most encouraging.
The concern is that this action plan is only until 2013 and then what happens?
